libraries, offering these volumes,together with a recommendation of the Principal
Librarian of the Public Library of New South Walesand informative literature,

Here however I encountered another handicap, Libraries are swamped with publishers'
prospectuses, A great publishing house off'ering a book by a professor of &« great
university has an infinite greater chance than the unknown author of an unknown
idea no matter how great,

Nevertheless a number of librarians took the time to study the idea and found
that it deserves help, They bought my work, Apart from a number of libraries in
Australia and South Fast Asia, most active help came frem libraries in the United
States, New the available copies of my book are dwindling down and I am writing
this letter, being distressed that not one great library in Great Britain has
this work, I have set aside 10 copies for Great Britain and I ask you to consider-
the purchase of one, and also of the publications described below,

My work has aroused interest and inspired studies and articles in various papers,
This has led to an unusual honour, The Library of Congress in Washington and the
Library of Harvard have given a standing advance order to a Sydney book company
te acquire all my writings (including the future ones), Inspired and encouraged.

lectures at Sydney University and my correspondence courses, articles, approaches,
controversies,etc, .in the SRIANTOGRAPHY SFERIFS, llore than 100 numbers are already
available and I attach a few for your perusal, Most numbers are mimecgraphed
and’ the priee of one foolscap sheet (like this one) is 5 d,much below self-cost,
Most of these numbers are extensions of my work, others are of historic gignifi-
cance, Scholars think them invaluable in the study ef my work and my struggle,
